1830, before his marriage, he came to Indiana and located in Green township, Hancock county,  

where he entered a tract of one hundred and sixty acres of government land, all of which was   

timber land with no cabin or house of any kind, and without any improvements. He built a small  log  

cabin in which he and his young wife began housekeeping. He then began the arduous work  of 

clearing his land and putting it in shape for cultivation, adding to his cultivated fields from year  to 

year until he had a large acreage yielding bountiful crops. In the meantime he built a  comfortable 

house for a residence and erected other necessary farm buildings. He also added  other acres to his 

land possessions from time to time until he had accumulated a farm of more  than three hundred 

acres. Here he remained until his death; the death of his wife occurred about  twenty years prior to 

his own. 
 
John L. Alford was the first justice of the peace in Green township. Politically, he was an ardent  

advocate of the principles of the old Whig party in the days when that party was a militant  

organization in national politics. When the Whig party was dissolved he became identified with the  

Republican party, and voted for all the candidates of that party for President, from John C.  Fremont,  

until the time of his death. He was the father of eleven children. He and his family were  members of 

the Methodist Episcopal church.

Last rites for  Thomas Fletcher Alford, 83, were held Saturday morning, at the  

North Alderson home of Mr. and Mrs. H. E. Yates. The Rev. Nat G. Barnhart was  

assisted by Dr. W. S. Dunlop in conducting the services, and burial was in the  

Mount Pleasant cemetery at Sink Grove, beside the body of his late wife.  His  death 

occurred at the Yates home, Thursday, the result of a stroke of paralysis  suffered 

perhaps two years ago. 
 

Mr. Alford was a son of the late Amarican V. and Ellen Cart Alford, and was  born 

at Johnson Cross Roads, in Monroe county.  He spent his entire life in the  section 

except for four years in the West.

Samuel Alford was born within half a mile of the place where he now lives, in Green township,  

Hancock county, Indiana, January 6, 1837. He is a son of John L. and Eliza (Brawley) Alford, his  

father a native of West Virginia and his mother of Darke county, Ohio. The paternal grandfather  was a 

farmer and lived and died in West Virginia. The maternal grandfather was John Brawley, he  and his 

wife both lived and died in Darke county, Ohio. 
 

John L. Alford was educated in West Virginia, where he spent the years of early manhood. About  

1830, before his marriage, he came to Indiana and located in Green township, Hancock county,  

where he entered a tract of one hundred and sixty acres of government land, all of which was  timber 

land with no cabin or house of any kind, and without any improvements. He built a small  log cabin in 

which he and his young wife began housekeeping. He then began the arduous work  of clearing his 

land and putting it in shape for cultivation, adding to his cultivated fields from year  to year until he 

had a large acreage yielding bountiful crops. In the meantime he built a  comfortable house for a 

residence and erected other necessary farm buildings. He also added  other acres to his land 

possessions from time to time until he had accumulated a farm of more  than three hundred acres. 

Here he remained until his death; the death of his wife occurred about  twenty years prior to his own. 
 
 

John L. Alford was the first justice of the peace in Green township. Politically, he was an ardent  

advocate of the principles of the old Whig party in the days when that party was a militant  

organization in national politics. When the Whig party was dissolved he became identified with the  

Republican party, and voted for all the candidates of that party for President, from John C.  Fremont,  

until the time of his death. He was the father of eleven children. He and his family were  members of 

the Methodist Episcopal church. 
 

Samuel Alford received his education in the schools of Green township, and spent his boyhood   

years working on his father's farm. On attaining his majority he engaged in farming for himself,   

starting life in a log cabin. He has at present ninety-four acres on which he built a home, farm  

buildings, and made all the other improvements. Mr. Alford was married in September, 1855, to  

Mary M. Fuqua, who was born in Kentucky and came to Indiana with her parents, Perry and  

America (Taylor) Fuqua. They first located in Putnam county, Indiana, and afterward came to  

Hancock county. Mrs. Alford died in July, 1891, leaving the following living children: Marion B.,  

Sheldon A., Cora B. and Cordelia; her other children, Lafayette, John L., William P., Thomas M.  

and Eliza, are deceased. 
 

Samuel Alford's second wife was Sarah A. Jackson, to whom he was married on March 30, 1893.  

She was born in Madison county, Indiana, the daughter of Andrew and Kechura (Bolden) Jackson,  he 

a native of Indiana, she of North Carolina. The paternal grandparents of Mrs. Sara A.

Introduction 
 
The children of Clark Lee Alford and Gladys Laura (Morgan) Alford have shown interest in a family  

tree type history and my hope is that this booklet will be both useful and entertaining.  In making  this, 

my aim was to offer as much as a small booklet could contain and at an economical cost. 
 
The Alford family is not a large family and some facts contributing to the family size are (1) more  than 

a few chose to remain single, (2) if they did marry did not have children and, (3) some died  before 

reaching what most consider old age.  For instance the living males to carry on the name  are: 

Richard, son of Harry living in Alaska and of this writing is still single.  Donald Jr., married,  living in 

Virginia Beach, Virginia and, William Clark also son of Donald, single, attending Ohio  State University, 

Columbus, Ohio.

How I wish I could uncover facts in the Alford family like I was able to for instance in the Morgan   

family.  This was brought about by a great deal of help from others and without this help this  history 

would be lacking.  A very special vote of thanks to Oscar Morgan; who in July of 1977 took  me on a 

journey to eight cemeteries (two of them twice), several homes, along with other places  to sew this 

story together.  We endured the rain, mud, mosquitoes, snakes, weeds and brush but  what we found 

was well worth the ordeal.  Imagine our being a descendant of George Washington  (Morgan that is)!! 

After scraping moss off ancient markers and setting them erect we came in that  evening to Tom and 

Betty Goodwinsô in the rich lands near Lewisburg, hungry and tired but happy  with our findings.  With 

a good supper and a nice place to work, Oscar and I stayed up til six-thirty  the next morning setting 

the facts in order. 
 
How do you find where you came from?  Ask someone older.  If you didnôt ask Clark and Gladys  itôs 

too late now, theyôre both gone and so are many of the others we could have asked.  Alright  weôve 

waited until now and before we are listed as the deceased ancestor letôs do this for the  generations to 

come. 
 
Where do we begin?  Since my wife is the oldest of the seven children, Iôll start with our family and  

work our way to the youngest grandchild, then after Clark and Gladysô family Iôll go the other way.
